The MAST degree focuses on the history and philosophy of 
the seas, how oceans and coasts inspire us creatively and 
spiritually, and how we shape marine policies. While MAST 
recognizes the essential role that the natural sciences play 
in understanding the seas, this degree trains students to 
examine, filter, and express their knowledge and learning 
through humanistic and cultural lenses.
