CLA Proposal Development Program 2026
As part of CLA’s strategic plan to elevate the number of external grant and fellowship applications, the CLA Proposal Development Program (PDP) is designed to provide funding for the development of new external funding proposals. Faculty selected for PDP awards will receive a $5,000 stipend and an additional $5,000 in professional development funds upon submission of their external grant/fellowship application(s). Awardees will be expected to attend a grant proposal workshop sponsored by the College.

Eligibility: The opportunity is open to all faculty in CLA who have a signiﬁcant amount of research-based FTE in their position. The program is for development of new grants rather than grants already submitted or substantially ready for submission. Previous Proposal Development Program recipients are not eligible.
How to Apply
Applications should consist of:
· Project title and abstract (250-word limit)
· Narrative (3-5 pages). The narrative should include:
· the goals and objectives of the proposed research/creative project
· the approach(es) that will be used
· a timeline and strategy for external proposal(s) development, including potential sources for external funding
· Abbreviated CV (max 3 pages) or NSF-style biographical sketch
Review criteria:
· Intellectual merit
· Potential for the project to attract external funding
· PI's expertise and research/creative scholarship record as they relate to the proposed project
· Quality and feasibility of the project plan
